TheHammond Bay Area Anglers Associationwas organized in the early 1980’s because ofrtbeeasing tribal gill net
fishing in Hammond Bay and Northern Lake Huron.e Tharter members of HBAAA were concerned thatfteisng effort could
lead to the loss of a valuable economic and reiomtresource for Presque Isle, Cheboygan andn&li@gounties, as well as the
State of Michigan.

From shortly after the Fox Court ruling declarthgt the Lake Huron waters were not settled, thinadhg negotiations
leading to the signing of the 2000 Consent Agregm¢BAAA members have been representing the intemafsrecreational sport
fishing in Northeast Michigan. HBAAA has raisedeo$100,000 to protect the rights of all fisherni@have the opportunity to
enjoy safe and productive days of fishing on Narheake Huron.

During the negotiations leading to the signinghaf 2000 Consent Agreement, HBAAA served as a ¢ense to MUCC
and the State of Michigan. We firmly believe thatl we not been there, the tribes would have beem @ gill net fishery in the
waters of Lake Huron from the Mackinaw Bridge t@éha in exchange for a net free Lake Michigan.

HBAAA was a charter member of théichigan FisheriesResource Conservation Coalitiorwhich formed as the Great
Lakes negotiations were beginning. From the oalglhmembers, the Coalition has grown to the 10 bex@oalition to Protect
Michigan Resourceswith the goal of protecting the resources of awagj state for all of it's residents. The Coalitidembers have
been present and participating as the State ah@d Have been negotiating an inland hunting ahihfisagreement. HBAAA is
committed to the Coalition as long as is necessaassure the protection of the natural resourtésecState of Michigan and the
rights of all user groups to share them.

(In case of inclement weather, the alternate figlay will be Saturday, July 28, 2007. In casmolement weather on Saturday, prizes will be deieed by drawing
from the registered boat Captainsnclement weather shall be defined as thposting of a “SMALL CRAFT WARNING” by the U.S. Coast Guard for

Northern Lake Huron.

2. Boat Registration materials and the latest maorent updates will be available at the Hammond Baypor on Thursday, July 26,
2007 between 12:00 noon and 4:00 P.M. or will lesented to the Boat Captain at the time of Bogteicison. (No Captain’s
Meeting)

3. There are no tournament boundaries.
4. Channel 07 is the official tournament chanmel all boats must have an operating VHF Marineaadi

5. All tournament participants are expected ttfelMichigan DNR rules and regulations. Tournamefficials reserve the right to
disqualify any participant or boat for unsportsniiga behavior, drunk or disorderly conduct, or ipagpriate language.

6. The winner of this Tournament will be the bwiéth the greatest total weight of three Great LaRaknon or Trout. Species
included in this Tournament are: Chinook Salmorkd @&rout, Brown Trout, Pink Salmon, Atlantic Salm&teelhead. A total of
three fish, chosen by the Captain or his designikhe weighed for each boat.

7. Prizes will be awarded immediately following tbompletion of the weigh-in. Prize monies willgresented to the boat Captain.
8. In the event of a tie in weights, the winnell ¢ determined by time of weigh-in. Earliest win

9. No boat may come in direct physical contact ligh shore or another boat. Physical contact thiérshore or another boat during
fishing hours will result in disqualification unkesournament officials determine that there is memgency.
